2. In this Law, unless the context otherwise requ i res ,— Definition.?. 

' Vessel " means and includes every kind of vessel and every 
kind of boat ; 
" P u b l i c Officer " means and includes any officer of customs, 
and any officer appointed for the enforcement of qua ran t ine 
regula t ions , and any officer of police, and any other person 
appointed by the High Commissioner for ca r ry ing out Hie 
purposes of this Law.

if any vessel is used to aid h im in so at tempting· to land, such publ ic 
officer and persons aforesaid may tire a t or upon the persons so 
a t t e m p t i n g to l and or at or upon the vessel so used ; and any publ ic 
officer so firing and every person ac t ing in his aid or by his direct ion, 
on p rov ing tha t the requ i rements of this section have been complied 
with , is hereby indemnified and discharged from any pena l ty , action 
or other proceeding for so doing.

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6. Where any vessel does not bring to on a signal being given as 
aforesaid, the master or person in charge of any vessel in the service 
of the Government of Cyprus, or the Captain or officer in charge of 
any vessel of His Majesty's Navy, in either case first causing two 
guns or firearms to be fired as a signal, may fire at or into the vessel 
refusing or failing to bring to, if it is within the territorial waters 
of Cyprus; and the Captain or other person and every person acting 
in his aid or by his direction, on proving that the requirements of 
this section have been complied with, is hereby indemnified and 
discharged from any penalty, action or other proceeding for so doing. 

7. Any public officer or any officer of His Majesty's Navy may 
board and search any vessel arriving at or anchoring or lying to 
within the territorial waters of Cyprus or departing from the Island, 
or brought to after signal as aforesaid, the vessel in each case being 
within such territorial waters; and if, on search being made, the 
master is unable to produce on demand a clean bill of health from 
his last port of call, or if there is found on board any person whose 
landing in the Island would be prohibited by any regulation relating 
to quarantine, the master may be required forthwith to depart beyond 
the limits of the territorial waters of the Island. If the master 
refuses or neglects to depart as so required with all reasonable 
despatch, or if the vessel is afterwards found within the limits of the 
territorial waters of the Island not having on board any such person 
whose landing is prohibited as aforesaid, and the master is unable 
to give a satisfactory account of such person, then the vessel may 
be seized and forfeited and the master shall be liable to imprisonment 
for a period not exceeding one month, or to pay a fine not exceeding 
one hundred pounds, or to both such penalties. 

8. The master of any vessel within the territorial waters of the 
Island shall, when called upon so to do by any public officer, produce 
the bill of health of his vessel and answer such questions as may be 
put to him relating to the crew or passengers on board of the vessel; 
and if the master refuses or neglects so to do, or if the bill of health 
or the assurances given as required concerning the crew and the 
passengers are not true and accurate, the master shall be liable to 
imprisonment for a period not exceeding one month, or to pay a fine 
not exceeding fifty pounds, or to both such penalties. 

Provided that the master of any vessel shall not be liable to any 
penalty for non-production of a bill of health if he shows that he was 
unable to obtain one. 

9. Any manifest, list of cargo, bill of health or other shipping 
document shall, if signed or certified by any person purporting to 
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hold publ ic office wi th in the dominions of H i s Majesty the K i n g , or 
within the Ottoman E m p i r e or under any Fore ign Government , be 
admissible in evidence in any Court of Jus t i ce as evidence in all 
mat te r s to which i t is re levant . 

10. Whenever any vessel boarded by any publ ic officer is repor ted When vessel 
to be bound to any port of the I s l and the officer m a y appo in t any bound for 
person under his command to go, or m a y himself go, in t he vessel port in 
to t he port to which she is bound and r ema in on board un t i l the m a y be 
necessary entr ies have been made at t h a t port , or so long as m a y be placed on 
deemed necessary by the customs or san i t a ry au tho r i ty of t h a t por t 
un t i l the vessel finally leaves t he I s l and . 

1 1 . W h i l e a n y publ ic officer or other person is on board any vessel Master to 
in accordance wi th t he provisions of the las t preceding section i t shall p^ced οΐΓ" 
be the du ty of t he master of the vessel to supply h i m with proper and board with 
sufficient food and water , for which the master shall be ent i t led to w a t e r 

remunera t ion to be fixed by t he Government at a r a t e not less t han 
one shi l l ing and not exceeding three shi l l ings a day. A n y master 
fa i l ing to do as here in provided shall be l iable to a fine not exceeding 
five pounds . 

12. The maste r of any vessel who lands or permi t s to l and any Punishment 
person without the permission of an Officer of Customs or an officer ^ ™ ^ ^ ™ η 

author ized in t h a t behalf, shall be l iable to be imprisoned for a landing 
period not exceeding one month , or to pay a fine not exceeding one p ^ h ° " s

13. A n y person who wounds, beats or mal t r ea t s any officer while 
ac t ing in t he execution of his duty under th is Law, or a t t empts so to 
do, shall be l iable to be imprisoned for a period not exceeding two 
years , or to pay a fine not exceeding one hundred pounds , or to both 
such penal t ies . 

14. A n y person who resists or a t t empts to resist any publ ic officer 
or other person ac t ing in the execution of his duty under th is Law 
shall be l iable to be imprisoned for a period not exceeding six months , 
or to pay a fine not exceeding fifty pounds , or to both such penal t ies . 

15. W h e r e any vessel which has been boarded by any officer in 
execution of his duty under th is Law or any other Law r e l a t ing to 
Customs or to qua ran t ine , takes the officer to sea, the owner and 
master of the vessel shall be l iable to pay all expenses of and 
incidental to the officer so taken to sea, and also a pena l ty not exceed­

ing one hundred pounds , or not exceeding ten pounds for every day 
unt i l the officer re tu rns or unt i l such t ime as would enable him, 
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after leaving the vessel, to r e tu rn to the port from which he is taken : 
Provided t h a t no penal ty shall be incur red where the master of the 
vessel has been obliged to pu t to sea by stress of weather .

Spir i t s mixed with any ingred ien t and, a l though thereby coming 
under some other designat ion, shall be deemed to be spir i t for 
the purposes of th is L a w ; 
Wine con ta in ing more than forty-two per cent, of proof spiri t 
shall be deemed to be sp i r i t ; 
" Proof Spi r i t " means spir i t of the full s t rength of proof by 
Sykes' Hydrome te r and not exceeding such s t rength of proof; 
" I n tox i ca t i ng Liquors " means spir i ts , wine, beer, por ter , 
cider, pe r ry , and any fermented, dist i l led, or spir i tuous l iquor ; 
" Sti l l " means any sti l l or appa ra tus for d is t i l l ing or rec t i fy ing
