Bona fide baggage of a visitor shall comprise : necessary and appropriate
wearing apparel and personal effects in such quantity as, in the opinion of the
collector, should meet the reasonable personal requirements and needs of the
visitor during his stay in the Colony and the articles specified below :—

(1) one miniature cinematograph camera with one roll of unexposed films ;

(1) one camera (other than a cine-camera) with twelve plates or two rolls
of unexposed films ;
