A L A W TO AMEND THE TREE PLANTING (VILLAGE AREAS) LAW. CAP. 175

BE it enacted by His Excellency the Governor and 
Commander-in-Chief of the Colony of Cyprus as 

follows :— 
1. This Law may be cited as the Tree Planting (Village Areas) Short title.

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Amendment 2. Section 18 of the principal Law is hereby amended by the

" (/) prevent any person from grazing on his own lands 
within any Tree Planting Area, any camel, horse, 
mare, bull, cow, ass or mule or the young of such 
animals : 

Provided that such animals and their young are 
at all times tethered in such manner as to prevent 
damage to any tree : 

Provided further that the Village Commission of the 
village concerned may at any time, having regard 
to the age of the trees, the area of the lands aforesaid, 
the conduct of any such person, and having regard 
to all material considerations, prohibit, limit or control 
such grazing in such manner as the Village Commission 
may deem fit."
