Agreement

between the Government of the Republic of Cyprus
and the Government of the Russian Fedération
on Cooperation in Fighting Crime
Especially in its Crganized Forms

The Government of the Republic of Cyprus and the Government of the
Russian Federation (herelnafer referred to as "The Parties"),

Wishing o contribute to the development of bilateral relations,

Aware of the significant importance of cooperation and coordination of the
efforts of instilutions which are responslble for maintalning law, securily and publlc
order, prevention and fight against organized crime and other crimes,

Sharing the wish to promote and reinforce cooperation between the Parties to
combal transnational crime,

On the basls of generally recognized principles and standards of international

law, acting within the fimits of their competence in conformity with thelr legislation
and lnternatlonai obligations,

Have agreed on the following;

Article 1
Areas of Cooperation

1. The Parties shall cooperate in conformity with their national legislation and the
provisions of his Agreement, for the purposes of prevention, discovery,

suppression and detection of crime, paying special attention to the fight against
organized crime.

2. Cooperatlon consistent with paragraph 1 61‘ this Article shall be carried out
primarily in combating:

1) Hliicit traffic in narcotic drugs, psychotropic substances and precursors
thereof; .

2) trafficking in human beings, sex.ual exp'ln‘oitation and child pornography;

3) offences related to illegal migration;
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4) offences directed againstiife, health, freedom of persons and dignily of an
individual; '

5) offences against property and/or in the area of ecofomic activity;

6) Nlegal production, frafficking and possession of explosives, firearms and
ammunition, chemical, biological, nuclear and radioactive materials, goods and
technologies with possible binary application, military techniques, materials,

equipment and components, which can be used for weapons for mass
destruction and other dangerous devices;

7) lificit trafficking of illegally obtained items, including motor vehicles;

8) offences against Intellectual property;

.. 8) production and sale of forged money, documents, securities, as well gs
credit or payment cards and other payment documents; : ’

10) legalization (Iéundering) of criminal proceeds; .

11) illicit trafficking of cultural and historical treasurles:

- 12) énvironmental offences; ' ‘
13) cyber crime;

14) corruption,

3. The Parties cooberate also in combating other types of crimes, prevention,

revelation, suppression and detection of which require Interaction of the cofnpetent
authorities of the states of the Parties.

4. In order to implement this Agreement and develop coaperation between
competent authorilies of the Parlies within their jurisdiction ¢an conclude additional
cooperation agreements on certain areas of their activities. -

5. This Agreement shall not apply to the issues of extradition and legal assistance
in criminal cases.

Article 2
Competsnt Authorities

1. Competent authariies of the states of the Parties responsible for the
implementation of cooperation envisaged by this Agreement are:
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From the Cyprus side:

Ministry of Justice and Public Order of the Republic of Cyprus; LT
Legal Service of the Republic of Cyprus;
Cyprus Police;
Unit for Combating Money Laundering of the Republic of Cyprus:
Department of Customs and Excise;
Cyprus Anti-drugs Council:

- The Civil Registry and Migration Department. -

From the Russian side:

- The Prosecutor General's Office of the Russian Federation;
- Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Russian Federation:

- Federal Migration Senvice:

- Federal Security Service of the Russian Federation;

- Federal Drug Control Service of the Russian Federation;
- Federal Customs Service

- Federal Financial Monitqn'ng Service;
investigative Committee of lhe Russian Federation.

- The Parties immedlately inform each other, through diplomatic channels, about
alteralions in the list of the competent authorities of their countries.

3. The competent authorities of the states of the Parties shall carry out direct

coordination on all issues, connected with the implementation of this
Agreement.

Article 3
Forms of Cooperation

1. The Parties shall cooperate in accordance with their national legislation and the
provisions of this Agreement, particularly in the following forms:

1) exchange of operational information;

2) assistance in implementation of operational search activities:

3) assistance in search for persons, hiding to avoid criminal prosecution or
execution of judgment, as well as for missing persons;

4) identification of persons who are unable to identify themselves because of

their state of health or age, as well as unidentified bodies of deceased
persons;
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5) exchange of information and experiences related to prevention,

discavery, suppression and detection of crime, as well as new methods of
committing offences:

6) holding. working meetings, when necessary, with the aim of preparation
and coordination of measures related to detection of specific crimes :

7) exchange of working experience, scientific Information including

exchange of new ways of committing crime and methods of combating
them; '

_ 8) lraining of ‘the staff of the competent authorities of the states of the
Parties.

2. In order to implement provisions of this Agreement the Parlies in compliance

with their national legislation on the basis of mutual agreements uses the
method of the controlled delivery. . :

3. The competent authorities of the states.of the Parties can cooperate in other
forms, which comply. with the purposes of this Agreement

Article 4
Form and content of a Request

1. Assistance and reporting within this Agreement shall be carried out on the
basis of the request of the competent authorities of the state of one of the Parties
or on the initiative of either of lhe Parties. The request on providing information or
assistance shall be sent In written form, includlng the use of technical ways of
transmitting information If secured channel of transmitting informatlon is available
or using any other way, agreed between the competent authorities of the states of
the Parties.This provision shall be effective regarding inquiry answers as well.

2. In exigent cases one of the Parties can verbally apply to the competent
authorities of the other Party with the obligatory further written confirmation of this
request within three (3) days from the verbal one. While using technical ways of
transmitting informatlon, as wel as in case of doubts about authenticity or contents
of the received request, the Requested competent authority can demand from the
Requesting competent authorfty to confirm request in the written form,

3. The written request shall be issued on the form of the Requesting competent
authority and signed by the head of the Requesting authority or by his deputy or by
any other authorised persons and it shall contain;
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1) name of the competent autharity of the Requesting Party;

2) the name of the competent authority of the Requested party;
3) subject matter of the request;

4) purpose of the request and justification for it;

5) other Lnformation that may be helpful for the effective fulfillment of the
request. '

4. In case the competent authority of the Requested Party needs more information

to fulfill the request, it may file a request for that information to the competent
authority of the Requesting Party.

Article 5
Fulfillment of a Request

1. The compelent authorities of the Requested Party shall take measures to fulfitl a
request swiftly and completely,

2. If the authority that has received a request has no competence to fulfill it, the

authority shall transmit the request to the appropriate competeni authority and
make the requesting authority aware of it.

Article 6
Refusal of a Request

1. The Requested competent authority may refuse, completely or partially, to fuifill
a request, if it estimates that the fulfiliment of the request may threaten the
soverelignty, national securily, public order ar any other substantial interests or if

the fulfilment of such request may caontradict legislation or international
obligations of its state.

2. The competent authorities shall inform each other in written form in case they
refuse to render the requested information, stating the reasons. -

Article 7
Language of Requests

Requests, answers and éttached documents, which are forwarded in the
compliance with this Agreement shall be filed in the language of -the Requesting

Party with the attached translation into the language of the Requested Party or in
the English language.
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Article 8
Protection of Information

1. Each Party ensures confidentialily of information received from the other Party,.
Pariies shall protect classified information received within the framewaork of this
Agreement in accordance with the Agreement between the Government of the
Republic of Cyprus and the Government of the Russian Federation on Mutual
Protection of Classified Information, from April 4, 2013,

2. Transmission of information to a third Party is possible only with the written
approval of the competent authority of the Providing Party.

3. The competent authorities of the Parties shall, in accordance with their national
legislation, apply the following requirements for the protection of personal data;

1). the compelent authority of the Requestin'g Party may use the data solely

2).

for the purpose and under the conditions determined by the competent
authority of the Requested Party;

upon the request of the eompetent authority of the Requested Pary, the
competent authority of the Requesting Party shall give information on the
use of the transmitied data and the results thus achieved;

3). the competent authority of the requesting parly may communicate

personal data received by the respective competent authority of the
requested party to another competent authority only with the written
approval of the respective authority of_ the requested party.

. The competent authorily of the Requested Party is obliged to submit valid

and correct data. In case it is subsequently ascertained that incorrect data
have been transmitled or data that should not have been transmitted, the
Requesting Party must be notified immediately; The Requesting Parly shali
then correct the efors or, in case the data should not have been
transmitted, destroy them, with the exception of public information,
according to the law of the requested Party;

. In the process of data exchange between the Parties, the requested

competent authority shall determine, in accordance with the national
legislation, the deadline for their destruction. However, the data provided
shall be destroyed as soon as they are not' necessary anymore or after the
termination of this Agreement. The competent authorities of the states of
the Parties shall immediately notify each other of the destruction of the
data provided and the reason for their withdrawal.
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4. The Parties shall have the duty to record the transmission, receipt, removal and
destruction of personal data;

5. The competent authorities of the states of .the Parties shall take alj the
~ appropriate measures for lhe security of the data and their protection against
accidental or unlawful destruction, accidental loss, dlteration, unauthorized
dissemination or access or publication and any other form of unlawful processing.

6. The competent aulhorities of the states of the Paries shall ensure the
protection of personal data in accordance with their national legislation.

Article @
Costs

The compelent authorities of the states of the Parlies shall bear their own costs
that might arise from this Agreement, unless otherwise agreed in specific cases.

Article 10
Dispute Resolution

1. Any disputes between the Parties, concerning the interpretation and application

of this Agreement shall be setiled by conducting negotiations between the
competent authorities of the Parties.

2. 1fin the course of the consultation accorﬂing to paragraph 1 of this Article, no

agreement is reached, the matier shall be seftled through negotiations via
diplomatic channels, ’

Article 11
Other International Treaties

This Agreement shall not affec! the rights and comfnitments of the states of the

Parties of the Parties arising from other international treaties to which they are
party. '

Article 12
Final Provisions

1. This Agreement shall be concluded for an indefinite period of time and shali
enter into force on the date of receipt of the last written notification informing

about the fulfillment by the Parties of the necessary internal procedures, for its
entry into force. '
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2. Amendments and additions to this Agreement are formalized by separale
protocols, which enter into force according to the paragraph 1 of this Article.

3. Each Pady may denounce this Agreement by written notification addressed to
the other Party, through diplomatic channels. The Agreement shall cease to be

valid three months after the receipt, by either of the Parties, of the note of
denunciation.
